PARAGRAPH I OF THE ftuLW, AS AMENDED, NOW READS: 

"RULQ II. SERVICES AND GIFTS TO RETAILERS 

"I.  EQU*-PM^T <* R'ODS, VENTS, TAPS,- HOSES (RUBBER OR 

METAL),, QHOKfe OR RESTRICTER COIL NOT EXCEEDING 
10 FfET 'IN 'LENGTH TO ANY ONE LINE, WASHERS 
COUPLINGS, VENT TONGUES, VALVES, BUNGS, GAUGES,' 

REGULATORS, DISTRIBUTORS, CONNECTORS, CELLAR 

. THERMOMETERS, TAP MARKERS, BUCKS, ROD BRUSHES, 

AIR COCKS, AIR TEES, METAL TUBING TO CONNECT 

REGULATORS AND GAUGES, NECESSARY PARTS TO 

FAUCETS EXCEPT FAUCET BODIES, SPIGOTS, UNIONS 
AND BOTTLE OPENERS MAY BE FURNISHED, GIVEN OR 

ISOLD TO A RETAILER AND INSTALLED IN HIS 
ESTABLISHMENT.  PlCNIC PUMPS MAY BE FURNISHED OR 

LOANED FOR TEMPORARY USE AT A PARTICULAR FUNCTION; 

GAS MAY BE FURNISHED OR SOLD FOR USE IN CONNECTION 

WITH THE OPERATION OF SUCH PICNIC PUMPS," 

2<. CASHING CHECKS TAKEN BY RETAILERS FROM CONSUMERS 

NO MANUFACTURER OR WHOLESALER, OR ANY OF ITS SOLICITORS, 
COLLECTORS, OFFICERS OR EMPLOYEES, SHALL EXCHANGE FOR CASH ANY CHECKS 
TAKEN BY RETAILERS FROM CONSUMFERS. SUCH TRANSACTION WILL BE REGARDED 
AS A SERVICE IN VIOLATION OF SECT I ON LO'L, SUBDIVISION L-C OF THE 
ALCOHOLIC -BEVERAGE CONTROL LAW, 
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STATE LIQUOR AUTHORITY
